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ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY OF HONG KONG

The University of Hong Kong is the oldest university in Hong Kong. Established under an ordinance of
1911, it incorporated the Hong Kong College of Medicine, which had been providing specialised medical
education in Hong Kong since 1887. Dr Sun Yat-sen, the founder of modern China, was a licentiate of the
Hong Kong College of Medicine.

The University was established to provide a modern tertiary education for Chinese students, and has built
up a tradition of excellence. Since its foundation it has produced over 138,000 graduates, many of whom
have gone on to become leaders of society, occupying leading positions in education, the arts, industry,
commerce, the public sector, and the professions. Its honorary graduates include Hu Shih, Mother Teresa,
and Nelson Mandela.

The University’s main estate is situated on the north-western slopes of Hong Kong Island and overlooks
Victoria Harbour. The University presently has 10 faculties, a graduate school, and a number of independent
centres of studies and learning. The University’s School of Professional and Continuing Education is the
largest tertiary level provider of continuing education in the territory. The University currently has a student
population of over 22,000, including more than 11,200 undergraduates and 10,800 postgraduates, and an
academic staff population of around 1,500.

The University is committed to playing its part on the international academic stage through leading-
edge education and research. Through its unfailing dedication to the highest standards in the pursuit of
scholarship, it seeks to serve Hong Kong, China, and the wider international community.

TEACHING AND LEARNING

The University aspires to the highest standards
of teaching and learning, and regards students
as important partners in the academic process.
Academic programmes aim to nurture academic
excellence as well as personal qualities that

will enable students to contribute to local and
international communities as responsible global
citizens and leaders. In 2012-13, the University
will admit two cohorts of students: students
with HKALE and equivalent qualifications will be
admitted to the “3-year curriculum”, and students
with HKDSE qualifications will enter the new
“4-year curriculum”. The curriculum for both
cohorts incorporates largely the same academic
features and aims to achieve the same six
educational aims which are:

To enable students to develop the capabilities in:

e pursuit of academic/professional excellence,
critical intellectual inquiry and life-long learning;

e tackling novel situations and ill-defined
problems;

e critical self-reflection, greater understanding of
others, and upholding personal and professional
ethics;

¢ intercultural understanding and global
citizenship;

e communication and collaboration; and

e |eadership and advocacy for the improvement
for the human condition.

The University has taken a holistic and
student-driven approach to the design of the
undergraduate curriculum. It provides greater
flexibility for students to design their own academic
programme with academic guidance from their
Faculties. It also enables students to participate in
a range of learning experiences which are integral
to their academic studies. In addition to discipline
specific studies, all students are required to take
courses in the Common Core Curriculum which will:

e arouse students’ intellectual curiosity and
stimulate their enthusiasm for learning;

e enable students to have a broader perspective,
and a critical understanding of the complexities
and the interconnectedness of the issues that
they are confronted with in their everyday lives;

e cultivate students’ appreciation of their
own culture and other cultures, and the
inter-relatedness among cultures;

® enable students to see themselves as members
of global as well as local communities and to

play an active role as responsible individuals and
citizens in these communities; and

¢ enable students to develop the key intellectual
skills that will be further enhanced in their
disciplinary studies.

The curriculum structure has the following main
features:

e Each academic year has two regular semesters:
each semester normally has at least 13 teaching
weeks and an end-of-semester assessment
period of two to three weeks. There is also a
seven to eight-week optional summer semester.

e A student is normally required to obtain 60
credits in each academic year (or 30 in each
semester).

e About 80% of each curriculum is focused on
disciplinary studies and students can select up
to two major disciplines, one of which can be
outside the home Faculty. The remaining 20%
is dedicated to the Common Core Curriculum,
English and Chinese language enhancement and
cross-disciplinary electives.

Students enrolled in the BA and BSc
programmes and some curricula offered by the
Faculty of Business and Economics and the
Faculty of Social Sciences may opt for majors
and minors as provided for under their respective
curriculum structures. Students in other
curricula will also be able, if they wish, to take a
cross-disciplinary minor in another Faculty.

Under the University’s comprehensive academic
advising system, academic, administrative and
peer (student) advisors as well as professional
advisors will provide guidance and advice

to students on optimizing their course and
programme selection to suit individual talents and
interests and to support personal growth and
career aspirations.

For first-year students, classes at the University
may be quite different from their previous
experiences. Students may find themselves at
different times in a group of more than 100 people
(for lectures) or in a group as small as 10 people
(for seminars or tutorials). Some courses may
involve laboratory work, practical experience and
fieldwork.

The University adopts diverse forms of learning,
including problem-based, inquiry-based,
research-based learning and experiential learning.

The Faculty of Science was formally established
in 1939, though basic science subjects were
taught as early as in 1912 when the University first
admitted students. Since then, the Faculty has
developed into one of the largest in the University,
comprising six departments/school: Biological
Sciences, Chemistry, Earth Sciences, Mathematics,
Physics, and Statistics and Actuarial Science.

The Faculty seeks to provide comprehensive
education in the sciences to meet the needs of
society, and to promote science literacy through
its quality teaching, research and interaction with
the community. We are committed to educating
the younger generation to be well prepared for the
rapid developments in science with an analytical
and innovative mind.

The six departments/school in the Faculty, together
with the Department of Biochemistry in the Li Ka
Shing Faculty of Medicine, offer a wide range of
undergraduate majors to suit individual interests.
Three undergraduate degree programmes are
offered: Bachelor of Science, Bachelor of Science
in Actuarial Science, and Bachelor of Education and
Bachelor of Science (double degree) offered by both
Faculty of Science and Faculty of Education.

First-Class Scholars and Excellent Research
Achievements

The Faculty of Science has around 120 full-time
teaching staff, who have all obtained PhD
degrees from prestigious universities around the
world. With the combined efforts of this team

of distinguished scholars, the Faculty enjoys an
excellent reputation for research both in Hong

Kong and on the global stage. Our teachers include
members of the Chinese Academy of Sciences,
Croucher Foundation Senior Research Fellows, and
recipients of National Natural Science Awards and
other internationally-recognised distinctions.

Comprehensive Educational Facilities

The Faculty’s laboratories are equipped with
advanced scientific instruments, equipment and
extensive computing systems; museums with
comprehensive collections of science exhibits, and
the abundant resources in the University’s libraries
also provide strong support to facilitate students’
learning and research. Off-campus facilities at the
University Kadoorie Agricultural Research Centre
and the Swire Institute of Marine Science also
significantly benefit students’ learning through
direct experience.

Diverse Learning Experience

The Faculty recognizes the importance of diverse
learning and out-of-classroom learning experience
for our students. Experiential learning and
capstone activities are classified into the following
four categories: (1) Project-based learning; (2) Field
studies: (3) Internship and professional preparation
programme; (4) Exchange studies.

As a strong research-oriented Faculty, our students
are encouraged and provided with the opportunity
to engage in research project at the undergraduate
level. In addition to offering project courses
(directed studies, and final year projects for), the
Faculty organizes annually a Research Colloguium
for science undergraduate students which provides



a platform for students to share their project
findings and research experience and to build up
their confidence in giving presentation.

Summer Research Fellowship and Overseas
Research Fellowship are offered to encourage
academically strong students to undertake
research in Hong Kong or at an overseas
university during summer. In 2009-2010, some
students did their overseas research internship
in institutions such as University of California,
Berkeley, University of Nottingham, University
College London and The European Organization
for Nuclear Research.

Why this Faculty Admission Policy?

Simple and Flexible

Under this policy, students who wish to take any
of the 15 Science majors only need to put 6901
Bachelor of Science in their application. This
allows them to take a range of subjects in

Science before making a decision and declare
a major after the first year of study. The policy
also allows students to change the major any time
during their study as long as they can fulfill the
course requirements of the major.

No Quota for Each Major

There is no quota for any of the Science majors;
and students have complete freedom in choosing
their major. Some majors may require students to
have certain HKDSE subjects or equivalent and if
they do not have the required background, they
may need to take certain preparatory courses
before they decide whether to follow the major.

An Academic Advising System

We understand that selection of major is a very
important decision for students. Some students may
have already decided which major they want to take
before they are admitted, while some others may want
to explore multiple options before making a decision.
Our course selection advisers will advise students on
the choice of major, course requirements and possible
major-minor combination to suit their interests, ability
and career aspirations.

In addition to the Science majors in which students
need to take at least one as their major for the award
of the BSc degree, students may optionally take a
minor or a second major to broaden their horizon
outside their subject specialisation. Minors and

2nd majors are available from Science and other
non-Science faculties such as Arts, Social Sciences,
Business and Economics, Education, and Engineering.
Selection of courses in a non-Science major or minor
is subject to timetable and quota restrictions. Some
non-Science majors and minors offered to BSc
students may require students to have achieved a
minimum academic standard before they are allowed
to declare it.

Many secondary school students may hesitate

to select science as their choice of university
degree programmes because they think a science
graduate has a limited career future in Hong Kong.
This is simply not true. Scientists are needed in
many sectors of the local economy, and many of
our graduates are holding positions that demand
scientific expertise, as environmental scientists,
nutritionists, clinical scientists, meteorologists,
geologists, information specialists, financial
analysts, teachers and forensic scientists. In
business and management, our science graduates
are often preferred by employers because of their
numerical analytical skills and logical thinking, and
knowledge of the latest developments in science
and technology.



To complete the BSc degree, a student has to
pass at least 240 credits which is equivalent to 40
6-credit courses, normally spread over four years
of full-time study. A typical BSc curriculum looks
like:

* 16 courses for the major including 2 Science
Foundation Courses and capstone requirement
(96 credits);

e 2 English courses and 1 Chinese course for
university language requirement (18 credits);

e 6 Common Core courses in 4 Areas of Inquiry
(36 credits);

* 15 courses available for electives or courses
leading to a minor or second major (90 credits).

Students who are not applying on the strength
of HKDSE quallifications such as Associate
Degree, Higher Diploma, GCE, IB, SAT or
students from Mainland or overseas will be
considered individually under the Non-JUPAS
scheme.

Selection Criteria

Selection for JUPAS applicants is mainly
based on HKDSE results, academic reference
or performance at interviews. Non-JUPAS
applicants are selected based on the
following criteria: academic merit, language/
communication skill, motivation, relevant
working experience, and extra-curricular
activities.

ASTRONOMY MAJOR

The 21st century is the golden age for astronomy
as space-based telescopes are being used

to explore the Universe in all parts of the
electromagnetic spectrum, including X-ray,
ultraviolet, and infrared. The Astronomy Major

is intended for the students who would like to
acquire a solid foundation on the subject. A

large selection of elective courses is provided for
students to pursue their interested specialization
in the subject, including observational astronomy,
planetary science, stellar physics, and interstellar
medium. Students will attain professional
knowledge in astronomy, research experience and
the training of analytical thinking and quantitative
reasoning during their studies. In addition to
preparing students for postgraduate studies as
professional astronomers, astronomy training can
also lead to local careers in museums, weather
services, and the education sectors. Beyond Hong
Kong, astronomy graduates have challenging
careers in aerospace, communications, energy,
and computer industries, as well as in astronomical
observatories and space research centers.

In addition to preparing students for postgraduate
studies as professional astronomers, astronomy
training can also lead to local careers in museums,
weather services, and the education sectors.
Beyond Hong Kong, astronomy graduates have
challenging careers in aerospace, communications,
energy, and computer industries, as well as in
astronomical observatories and space research
centres.

BIOCHEMISTRY MAJOR

The Biochemistry Major aims to provide students
with both basic and advanced knowledge in
contemporary biochemistry and molecular
biology. Core courses in the curriculum emphasize
equipping students with a general understanding
of the fundamental ideas, principles and theories
of biochemistry with particular focus on the
relevance of biochemistry, molecular biology and
genomics to biology, human health and disease.
Elective courses extend this core knowledge to
provide students with specialized insight into
both basic and applied scientific endeavour

in biochemistry, bioinformatics, molecular

biology and molecular genetics. Throughout

the curriculum there is emphasis on experiential
learning through laboratory practicals, problem-
solving exercises, group-based learning, industrial
experience, overseas exchange and research-



based projects. These experiences are designed
to develop students' ability to read and interpret
scientific data, to integrate knowledge with

wider scientific theory, and to improve logical
thinking and communication skills. The ultimate
goal is to provide a comprehensive degree-level
biochemistry education that equips students with
the critical thinking, communication and analytical
skills essential to play a leading role in society in
the future.

In recent years, a significant number of
biochemistry graduates take up postgraduate
studies and pursue a career in advanced scientific
and medical research. Approximately a third

have found employment in occupations related

to science, biotechnology and healthcare. About
half of the graduates have entered the commercial
world and become business professionals. Some
of its graduates have found employment in the
educational sector, or have become scientific
personnel in hospitals and tertiary institutions.

A small group of graduates have joined the Civil
Service.

BIOLOGICAL SCIENCES
MAJOR

This Major is designed for students seeking

a broad-based training in modern biology.
Students are guided in an inquiry-driven

learning environment to appreciate the major
biological systems at different levels of biological
organization. Teaching emphasizes both core
concepts and applied aspects in biological
sciences. The programme is highly flexible as
students can select courses according to their own
interest from a wide spectrum of elective courses.
At the advanced level, students are further allowed
to specialize in areas such as microbiology,
genetics & cytology, physiology & homeostasis,

or diversity of life & environmental biology and
undertake experiential learning activities. The
diverse learning experience exposes students to
problem-based learning, and an exciting array of
laboratory and field techniques. Students will also
be able to acquire valuable transferable skills in
analysis, organization and communication. The
Biological Sciences Major applies modern scientific
inquiry to prepare graduates for employment

as professionals in a variety of careers or for
postgraduate study.

The broad scientific training in this Major is
particularly well suited to those seeking a career

as a school teacher. The scientific skills acquired
also allow a flexible range of career choices in

civil service and private sector scientific jobs

(e.g. Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation
Department, Environmental Protection Department,
Food and Environmental Hygiene Department).
Other graduates will find the principles of enquiry,
analysis and communication they learned have
prepared them well for careers as professional
executives in a variety of business environments
and for pursuing postgraduate studies in biological
and medical sciences.

CHEMISTRY MAJOR

The Chemistry Major aims to provide students
with solid training in major areas of chemistry. The
curriculum includes core courses covering topics
in physical, inorganic, organic, and analytical
chemistry. A wide selection of elective courses in
chemical biology, chemical analysis, computational
chemistry, environmental chemistry, industrial
chemistry, interfacial science, materials, and
medicinal chemistry, is also available to provide
students with knowledge and training to help them
meet the dynamic and ever-changing challenges
in science and technology. Graduates of the
Chemistry-Major programme will be proficient in
the principles and experimental skills of chemistry.
The Chemistry-Major programme will also equip
students with transferable skills in both theoretical
and experimental investigations in sciences that
are crucial for their future careers in a knowledge-
based economy.

Our curriculum emphasizes both theory and
application. Chemical principles and concepts
covered in the curriculum can be easily applied

to many aspects of life. It is expected that our
graduates will be able to meet local, regional and
global requirements in the industrial, commercial,
government or education sectors and will become
future leaders of these sectors.

Chemistry's graduates are well-equipped with the
necessary skills and knowledge to work in different
careers. They have an excellent record in gaining
local employment. Many of the top graduates
have selected to continue their postgraduate
studies in chemistry or other disciplines such as
pharmacology, medical science, materials science
or MBA, at local or overseas universities. Some are
working as professional chemists in government
and commercial laboratories. Our graduates also
take up jobs related to chemical analysis, teaching
and technical marketing, and the operation of an
industrial plant.



The Department is at the forefront of cutting-

edge and interdisciplinary research development;
hence, most of the graduates make use of their
chemical knowledge in their positions, whereas
others use their training in rigorous thinking and
tackling difficult intellectual problems to branch out
into other areas, such as the business and public
sectors.

EARTH SYSTEM SCIENCE
MAJOR

Earth System Science (ESS) seeks to understand
the Earth as an integrated system, including the
past, present and future behaviour of the whole
Earth System from the environments where life
evolves on the surface to the interactions between
the crust and its fluid envelopes (atmosphere

and hydrosphere), with interests extending to the
earth’s interior. Recent advancements in climate
changes have heightened the importance for
humans to understand how earth processes work
together to regulate climate and circulation of
oceans and atmosphere, how the Earth System
responds under stress and how understanding
Earth’s geological past is key to predicting the
Earth’s future.

The Major prepares students with expertise to
maintain the Earth environments and prevent
severe perturbations due to resource exploitation,
and to better predict and deal with geological and
related hazards such as earthquakes, landslides,
tsunamis, floods and volcanic eruption. Core
courses in the major focus on understanding the
Earth internal and external systems and processes.
These courses include geological processes,
Earth observation, biogeochemical cycles,
climatic systems, ocean-atmosphere interaction,
hydrosphere, weathering processes and soil
formation.

Graduates from the major can pursue further
studies in the Earth Sciences and careers in a
wide variety of geosciences-related areas including
resource management, hazard planning, soil and
water specialists and teaching.

Due to the strong global demand for mineral and
rare-earth resources, there are many employment
opportunities for ESS graduates with knowledge
and expertise to assess and manage mineral
reserves. The recent rapid expansion of the green
industry has also prompted a great need for
experts with specialized training in geochemistry
and climate change research. ESS graduates
possess the technical expertise to analyze

measurements or observations of air, water, and
soil to facilitate risk assessment, policy formulation
and decision making by the government or
companies. Earth scientists who work on policy
formation may help identify ways that company
operations can be modified to reduce wastes

and carbon production, or on projects pertaining
to the study of our soil, ground-water and ocean
resources.

The new secondary school curriculum contains
added components pertaining to the earth
system in several required and elective courses.
Specifically, the school curriculum now includes
such Earth Science topics as the dynamic
earth, rocks and minerals, fossil fuel resources,
atmosphere, water cycles, geoparks, climate
change, typhoons and storms, earthquakes,
landslides, and reclamation. An increasing number
of Earth Sciences graduates have entered the
education sector as school teachers in recent
years.

ECOLOGY & BIODIVERSITY
MAJOR

This major is directed at teaching students: (1)
how organisms interact with each other and their
environments, (2) how species are distributed
throughout the world, and (3) key threats and
approaches to conserving biodiversity. Special
reference is made to Hong Kong and Asia; the
ways in which humans have impacted upon
natural environments; and, the approaches

used to manage or ameliorate those impacts.
This major is based around a first year-core,
which emphasizes plant and animal biology and
includes a compulsory week-long residential field
trip. At the advanced level, the major teaches
students about the ecology and biodiversity

of different ecosystems (e.g. marine and
freshwater environments) with an emphasis on
field work, introduces the use of statistical and
molecular techniques in ecology, and focuses

on certain applied topics such as environmental
impact assessment, ecotoxicology, fisheries

and mariculture, and biodiversity conservation.
Students have an opportunity to conduct
independent research in ecology and biodiversity
as a final year project or a dissertation under the
close supervision of an individual staff member.
Apart from the fundamental knowledge and skills
in understanding and managing biodiversity offered
in the core courses of this major, strong emphasis
is placed upon experiential learning such as
overseas field expedition and work placement in
the environmental sector. Biodiversity conservation
requires scientific input as well as passion.
Through the range of formal field-based courses



as well as extra-curricular activities offered,
students taking this major will have opportunities
to participate in research, field conservation and
education projects both locally and internationally.
Assistance will be provided so that students can
develop expertise in one or a few groups of plants
or animals, as familiarity with species identification
is an essential prerequisite of biodiversity scientists
or conservation biologists.

Graduates in Ecology & Biodiversity have a

good track record in local employment in jobs
directly related to their studies or in other fields.
Graduates and postgraduates have gone on

to work in Government (e.g. in Agriculture,
Fisheries and Conservation Department,
Environmental Protection Department, Food and
Environmental Hygiene Department), environmental
consultancies, research, teaching, ecotourism,
conservation groups and community services. With
increasing awareness of the need to protect our
natural resources, not only in Hong Kong but also
regionally and internationally, graduates with expert
knowledge of biodiversity and conservation issues
will be in steady demand. Many graduates have
also secured jobs in a wide range of other sectors
including commerce, journalism, and service
industries.

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE
MAJOR

The Environmental Science Major aims to

provide students with a strong scientific and
technological background for understanding

and addressing the environmental issues faced
by humankind. This includes a flexible teaching
and learning programme so that students can
explore environmental issues from a range of
aspects. Core courses in the curriculum emphasize
fundamental knowledge in life and environment,
physical and sustainable environment, pollution,
monitoring and management. Throughout the
curriculum, students are encouraged to undertake
their own independent study from primary and
secondary sources to incorporate critical thinking,
field and laboratory work, documentary and
archive scholarship, as integrated elements of
relevant courses. By completing the curriculum,
students are expected to have enhanced

their knowledge in environmental science and
have improved their problem-solving ability,
communication and social skills. Students will be
prepared to work in industries and government
agencies, where they will help manage wisely the
resources for which they are responsible.

There is an increasing demand for environmental
science graduates, both locally and internationally
in the government and industrial sectors,

including (1) environmental consultants for
environmental impacts assessment, engineering
consulting, advising government departments

and international organizations, risk analysis for
insurers, re-insurers and commercial organizations,
(2) environmental laboratories using skills in eco-
toxicology, bio-remediation, pollution control and
environmental protection, (3) planning departments
for energy policies, resources management, land-
use planning, statutory regulations and hazards
prevention, (4) environmental professionals

in conservation organizations, habitats and
ecosystems management, conservation biology
and fisheries, and (5) teaching profession as
academics and school teachers.

FOOD & NUTRITIONAL
SCIENCE MAJOR

The Food and Nutritional Science Major aims

to offer an exciting, dynamic, and challenging
environment to prepare the students for career
opportunities in food and nutritional science.

The goals of the programme are to provide
students with: (1) A detailed critical knowledge
and understanding of the theoretical and practical
aspects of food science and technology and
nutrition and their relationship to human health.

(2) A critical knowledge and understanding on the
relationship between food safety and a wide range
of social, legal, technological and environmental
factors. (3) A curriculum meeting the requirements
for higher degree in M.Phil and PhD or the taught
Master of Science degrees in the field of Food
industry: Management and Marketing, Food Safety
and Toxicology and the postgraduate diploma in
dietetics.

The mission is to provide a progressive and
effective programme that integrates theoretical and
experiential learning to better prepare students
for the challenges of the workplace. Throughout
the curriculum, there is consistent emphasis on
experiential learning through laboratory studies,
internship training, research-based learning,
debate and presentations, designed to enhance
the student's critical thinking, communication and
collaboration, tackling of ill-defined problems,
development of individual learning objectives

and self-evaluation of performance. Internship
experiences can be gained in medical centers,
schools, industries, government and community
setting. Students majoring in this programme are
prepared for diverse careers in the food industry,
government or private sector food and nutrition
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agencies, and scientific research laboratories,
health-care and fitness facilities, hospitals, nutrition
edition and communication enterprises.

Career opportunities for graduates in Food and
Nutritional Science are wide and varied. Given
Hong Kong’s position as an importer of raw
materials, a manufacturer of food products, and

a re-exporter of packaged products, plus its

close connection with the fast-developing food
industry in Mainland China, many graduates secure
positions in local and multinational companies,
Government departments and laboratories.
Positions held by the graduates include nutritionist,
quality assurance officer, Research & Development
officer, health promoter, medical sales assistant,
marketing assistant and management trainee.
Qualified graduates who wish to obtain a higher
degree qualification can pursue research studies
leading either to an MPhil or PhD degree, a
postgraduate diploma in dietetics (via the HKU
SPACE), an MSc in the field of Food Industry:
Management and Marketing or an MSc in Food
Safety and Toxicology.

GEOLOGY MAJOR
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Geology concerns the study of the structure,
materials, processes and history of the Earth.
Geologists are needed in many areas of work
such as the geotechnical profession, resource
development, and natural hazards and
environmental management. Geologists use their
knowledge to enrich our understanding of Earth
processes and resources in order to improve the
quality of human life. The University of Hong Kong
is the only tertiary institution in Hong Kong to offer
an undergraduate programme in Geology. The
curriculum is designed to prepare students for a
career as a geologist and for further postgraduate
studies in the geosciences.

The core curriculum provides a strong training in
the foundation of geosciences, covering the areas
of physical geology, historical geology, mineralogy,
petrology, sedimentology, geochemistry,
geophysics, structural geology, plate tectonics
and field mapping. Elective courses are offered

in certain specialised areas such as mineral
resources, hydrogeology, and engineering geology.
Throughout the curriculum there is consistent
emphasis on experiential learning through

fieldwork, laboratory studies, industrial training,
and research-based learning. Students in the
programme have to attend overseas field camps
to learn about the geology of other countries and
to produce geological maps. Previous field camps
were held in the U.S., Cyprus, Australia, Mainland
China and Taiwan.

The 3-year Earth Sciences major (Accredited
pathway) is accredited by the Geological Society
of London, the UK body which grants the
professional qualification Chartered Geologist.
Application has been made to extend the
accreditation to the 4-year degree. Students
completing a specific set of geology courses (the
accredited pathway) will receive an accredited
degree which provides an accelerated route to
achieving the Chartered Geologist qualification.
The professional qualification Chartered Geologist
is recognised internationally and in Hong Kong,
chartered geologists are regarded as professionally
equivalent to chartered engineers, for example by
the government.

Geological knowledge is required for the proper
construction of airports, buildings, tunnels,
bridges, dams, ports, power stations, reclamations
and landfills, and for dealing with natural hazards
such as earthquakes and landslides. Currently,
geologists are in demand worldwide to ensure
essential supplies of water, oil, minerals and raw
materials. Graduates from the Geology Major are
trained to fill a variety of positions, or to undertake
further specialised training programmes either

in universities or through Government/industry
initiatives. They are competent to work in the
mining industry, hydrogeology, environmental
geology and the management of natural hazards.
Given the continuing demand for large-scale
construction projects and the growing demand for
better environmental management, the demand
for geologists is likely to continue in the years
ahead. In recent years, an increasing number of
our graduates are also employed by resource
development and mining companies in Canada,
Brazil, Australia and Mainland China.

There is a strong demand for geologists in the
local geotechnical industry: major geotechnical
projects involving site formation works, foundation
construction, and tunnelling and slope safety
management all require geologists.

MATHEMATICS MAJOR

The Mathematics Major provides the students
with a solid and comprehensive undergraduate
education in the subject. It aims to nurture



quantitative reasoning, logical, analytical and
critical thinking, innovative imagination, meticulous
care to work, ability to conceptualize, skills

for problem-solving, and capability to tackle

novel situations and ill-defined problems. Core
courses in the curriculum emphasize fundamental
knowledge and concepts in Mathematics.

Elective courses provide training in both pure and
applied aspects of Mathematics. Throughout the
curriculum there is also emphasis on experiential
learning through guided studies, projects, seminars
and summer internships. With diverse variety of
courses, various specializations are available.
These will lead to careers in a wide range of
sectors including education, economics and
finance, logistics, management, research and
further studies, etc.

Mathematics Major graduates find employment in
commerce (banking and finance), service industry
(insurance and government) and education
(secondary schools and universities) sectors. Many
of our graduates continue their postgraduate
studies (Master and PhD) in overseas or local
universities.

MATHEMATICS /PHYSICS
MAJOR

The Mathematics/Physics Major is aimed to
provide students with a solid foundation in

both the subjects of physics and mathematics.
This major is catered especially for students
interested in the more theoretical aspects of
physics. It covers a wide range of core areas

in both disciplines which form the blocks of
fundamental knowledge for further specializations,
e.g. quantum mechanics, statistical mechanics,
classical mechanics, electrodynamics, linear
algebra, mathematical analysis, abstract algebra,
complex variables, differential equations, modern
differential geometry, etc. A large selection of
elective courses is provided for students to pursue
a broad spectrum of professional knowledge in
mathematical and theoretical physics. Analytical
thinking, quantitative reasoning and innovative
ideas are fostered through the effective design of
courses and research projects. The curriculum
emphases experiential learning through
internships, field studies and research projects with
experts and peers, etc. With the comprehensive
training received, graduates are expected to be
well-prepared to go on further studies and to
pursue careers in many fields of science and
engineering.

Graduates are not only qualified in the core
subjects, but have a good overall ability in applied
mathematics. This serves them well in many
employment fields, such as teaching, finance,
software development and research.

MOLECULAR BIOLOGY &
BIOTECHNOLOGY MAJOR

Recent advancements in Molecular Biology &
Biotechnology have not only cracked important
and fundamental problems in life sciences, but
also emerged as a mainstay of science and
technologies of the 21st century. Innovations
from advances in these fields have substantially
transformed our daily lives, society and
environment. This Major offers specialized training
in state-of-the-art molecular and cell biology, and
in the translation of basic knowledge into modern
industrial and medical applications. Students

will be able to gain an understanding of cutting
edge biotechnological applications, ranging from
exploitation of bioactive substances, biofuels

as alternative energy sources, bioremediation

for cleaning up contaminated environments,
waste and wastewater treatment, and genetic
engineering for agriculture production, fisheries
and aquaculture, biomedical research and
pharmaceutical purposes. Built upon a sound
theoretical foundation, students will further develop
various essential skills in molecular biology and
biotechnology through hands-on laboratory
trainings and experimental based projects. A
unique feature of this major is to provide key
transferable skills by engaging students in inquiry,
critical thinking, and problem solving in their
learning.

This major paves the way to a career in

many businesses and research facilities that

make up the modern biotechnology. Career
opportunities include Government departments
such as Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation
Department, Environmental Protection Department
and Hospital Authority. Positions in the commercial
biotechnology and pharmaceutical industries
include Research & Development scientist, medical
sales representatives, product consultants,
business and management analysts, research
assistants, medical technologists, and scientific
officers. Graduates can also continue their

studies to pursue further education in healthcare
professional programs (MSc) or a higher degree
(MPhil or PhD) in specialized areas of molecular
biology and biotechnology.
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PHYSICS MAJOR

The Physics Major is aimed to provide students a
solid foundation on the subject. It covers a wide
range of core courses which form the blocks of
fundamental knowledge to learn specialization,
e.g. quantum mechanics, statistical mechanics,
classical mechanics and electrodynamics. A
large selection of elective courses is provided for
students to pursue a wide range of topics from
the very small scale (i.e. subatomic particles) to
the large scale (i.e. cosmology). Students would
attain professional knowledge in physics, research
experience and the training of analytical thinking
and quantitative reasoning during their studies.
Graduates are expected to have acquired the
broad training which can equip them well for
further studies in multiple science and technology
disciplines and for work in their specialized area.

Graduates are qualified at the level of a
professional physicist, and are competent to
pursue a career in the subject as researchers (e.g.
as scientific officers in Government or industry) or
educators, or to pursue postgraduate studies in
physics or other related fields.

RISK MANAGEMENT MAJOR

The Risk Management Major aims to provide
students with the skills and expertise to enable
them to acquire the theory and methodology
behind the scientific process of risk management,
with application to actuarial science, finance

and other areas of interest. It is designed to
provide solid training in the concepts of the

risk management process, statistical models
and methods of risk management, and good
risk management practice. Core courses in the
curriculum emphasize fundamental concepts
and nature of risk assessment, risk management
and governance from different standpoints while
elective courses provide either training in specific
Risk Management disciplines or an extension

of knowledge aiming to give students more
modeling, technical and analytical skills in risk
management, including discrete-time models

in finance, stochastic calculus with financial
applications, and financial time series modeling.
Through participating in experiential learning
activities including research-based projects,
industrial internships and overseas exchanges,
students could enhance their knowledge in

risk management and exposure in managing

risk in practice, and improve their thinking and
communication skills.

Career opportunities are available in financial
institutions and large corporations including banks
and consulting.

STATISTICS MAJOR

The Statistics Major centres on the study of
statistics, a scientific discipline characterized by
the development and applications of analytic and
quantitative tools which involve logical thinking,
problem formulation, probability reasoning and
intensive data analyses. The programme aims

to equip students with powerful mathematical,
analytic and computational skills, which are in
great demand in practical areas where data are
obtained for the purpose of finding information

in support of decision making. It establishes

for students a strong background in statistical
concepts, and provides broad and solid training in
applied statistical methodologies. The curriculum is
constantly revised to meet a steadily rising demand
for specialist statisticians or quantitative analysts

in government, business, finance, industry, as well
as in research and teaching in local and overseas
institutions.

Graduates of the Statistics programme readily find
employment in banking, finance, risk management,
insurance, IT, marketing research, environmental
protection, Government, hospitals, scientific
research, and universities. Often the statistician
works as a consultant jointly with others on
projects. Statistics is a profession which is growing
rapidly all over the world, as the quantitative
demands from every field rise. The degree from
HKU provides a superb training for this profession.

EXAMINATIONS /
ASSESSMENTS

For each year of study, degree examinations

are normally held in December for first semester
courses and in May for second semester and full-
year courses. In most courses, students’ efforts
in tests and their performance in continuous
assessment, laboratory work, fieldwork, and
research or project reports are taken into account
besides their written examination performance
when determining the final examination results.



BACHELOR OF SCIENCE IN
ACTUARIAL SCIENCE

The BSc(ActuarSc) programme is designed to
provide specialist training in actuarial science
and prepares students for the professional
examinations of the (UK) Institute and Faculty

of Actuaries and the (North American) Casualty
Actuarial Society and the Society of Actuaries

to the Associateship level. The programme has
exemption arrangements with the Institute and
Faculty of Actuaries. The programme has obtained
Validation by Education Experience (VEE) with
the Casualty Actuarial Society and the Society of
Actuaries.

As of February 2010, 43 students participated
in the HKU Worldwide Exchange Programme
and have already obtained exchange offers,
with 2 for a whole year and 41 for one semester.
Our students have enjoyed their exchange
experiences in prestigious universities such as
University of California, Berkeley, University of
Melbourne, University of Nottingham, University
of Queensland, Kingston, Australian National
University and University of Waterloo.

Employers offering internships to actuarial
science students include major insurers, actuarial
consulting firms, reinsurers, investment banks,
auditing firms, and management consulting firms.
Students will be informed from time to time when
internship opportunities arrive.

This programme provides formal academic
training to students who wish to join the actuarial
profession and become actuaries. This is the only
programme of its kind in Hong Kong since 1994.
In view of the booming insurance industry in Hong
Kong and the rapid development of the China

market, job prospects for actuaries are excellent.

Actuaries are concerned with the application of
probability and statistical theory to problems of
insurance, investment, pension, financial risk
management and demography. The majority

of actuaries work for life, health, and property/
casualty insurance companies, which heavily rely
on actuaries' judgment to ensure their financial
security. Other actuaries work on actuarial
consulting firms, offering their expertise on financial
services, risk management, health care financing,
pension plans, and asset/liability management.
Recent graduates have diversified into reinsurers,
auditing firms, investment banks and management
consulting firms.

BACHELOR OF EDUCATION
AND BACHELOR OF
SCIENCE

The Faculty of Education in collaboration with the
Faculty of Science offers an inter-disciplinary five-year
honours degree focusing on the study and teaching
of Science subjects related to Biology, Chemistry,
Physics, Combined Science and Integrated Science
in the new senior secondary school curriculum.

This double degree programme integrates both
academic and professional studies in Science
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education. Students obtain two degrees in five
years. Students do a Science major offered by the
Faculty of Science and Education Professional Core
courses with the Faculty of Education. Professional
aspects of the double degree are phased in gradually
over the five years with pedagogy, psychological and
sociological courses, and teaching practice in Hong
Kong secondary schools. The BED&BSC focuses on
the teaching of the Science subjects, as is the case in
mainstream Hong Kong schools.

For further details of the Science majors, please
see the major description of 6901 Bachelor of
Faculty of Science Programme.

In addition to satisfying the University entrance
requirements, candidates for admission shall
attain level 3 in any one of the following elective
subjects in the HKDSE:

(i) Biology

(i) Chemistry

(i) Physics

(iv) Combined Science
(v) Integrated Science

Non-JUPAS applicants who are not applying on
the strength of HKDSE are considered individually.

Applicants may be asked to attend an interview
to determine their suitability for the programme.

This double degree programme is a five-year full-
time programme, which is offered jointly by the
Faculty of Education and the Faculty of Science.

It is an integrated programme offering both
academic and professional studies. It incorporates
a graduate teaching qualification and is regarded
as the equivalent of a BSC plus a Postgraduate
Diploma in Education (PGDE). This programme
allows students to obtain two degrees in five years.

The double degree programme requires students
to complete 300 credits of courses, with a Science
major related to Biology, Chemistry, Physics, and
Education Professional Core courses with the
Faculty of Education. Professional aspects of the
double degree are phased in gradually over the
five years with Pedagogy courses and Teaching
Practice in Hong Kong secondary schools.
Students will spend time in schools, initially
observing and later teaching. Years 3 to 5 of the
programme usually include a total of 19 weeks of
shadowing and teaching practice.

Graduates obtain a combined academic and
professional qualification. Their thorough
knowledge of the Science subject, broad
understanding of educational issues, and high level

of classroom expertise make them ideally suited

to teaching Science at all levels in mainstream
Hong Kong secondary schools, and in international
schools. Graduates will also have access to
employment opportunities in the broader field of
education as well as the many fields in which BSc
graduates have been employed.

EXAMINATIONS /ASSESSMENTS

Students are assessed in a variety of ways,
including assignments, written papers, written
examinations, oral examinations, laboratory
exercise, practical teaching etc. Students may also
be assessed on their performance in tutorials and
seminars and/or written work presented during
their courses.

The Faculty of Social Sciences was established
in 1967 and has since undergone rapid expansion
and significant transformation. The Faculty
comprises the Departments of Geography, Politics
and Public Administration, Psychology, Social
Work and Social Administration, and Sociology.

It also has nine multidisciplinary research centres
that provide a platform for research interaction and
collaboration among colleagues on campus and in
the wider world.

The Faculty offers four full-time and two part-time
degree programmes with a total enrolment of more
than 1,200 students. The Faculty endeavours to
nurture caring leaders with global vision. We are
committed to integrating the twin concepts of
social innovation and global citizenship into all of
our teaching and research programmes. Our ideal
graduates are expected to be creative, flexible,
inquisitive, critical and independent.

Geography

Geography provides useful knowledge to
understand the interaction between the natural
environment and human society. It offers important
insights about how and why human beings

think and behave differently in different natural
environments, how human society and culture

are developed in different places, and what
policies and decisions can best utilise locational
advantages and natural resources for the mutual
benefit of both the human population and their
environment. Students are offered a wide range of
stimulating and well-structured courses that are
grouped under four main themes, China and the
Pacific Rim, Environment and Resources, Tourism
and Leisure, and Urban and Transport. Majoring in
Geography enables students to have an edge in
the pursuit of careers in urban planning, transport
logistics, environmental impact assessment,
tourism, international trade, and public policy
making.

Politics and Public Administration

A broad-based view on the study of politics is
taken in the Department of Politics and Public
Administration. Students are exposed to basic
concepts and general features of political systems,
as well as the organisation and functions of
government. The specialist streams include
comparative politics, international politics, political
theory and public administration.



Psychology

The current popularity of Psychology arises from
the fact that it is all about us, and involves how we
think and behave, together with how we interact
with others at a social level. Courses in psychology
therefore cover areas such as memory, learning,
intelligence, language, perception, personality,

and emotions, as well as more applied areas

such as clinical and educational psychology. An
undergraduate degree with a major in Psychology
is essential for students wishing to pursue a career
in clinical or educational psychology.

Social Work and Social Administration

The Department offers two programmes of study.
One leads to the degree of BSW, an internationally
recognised professional qualification for social
work practice, while the other leads to the degree
of BSocSc, and is aimed at students already
reading for the degree but with an interest in social
policy and social administration. This programme
allows students to tailor their own interests
according to four areas of concentration: (1) Policy
and Planning, (2) Social Services, (3) Management
and Administration, and (4) Social Research.
Students may also choose any combination of
courses within the curriculum.

Sociology

Sociology studies the changing trends of cultures
and societies in a globalising world, although our
own courses naturally place a strong emphasis

on Hong Kong and China. Courses offered are
grouped under three main streams: (1) Asian
societies and globalization; (2) Criminology; and (3)
Media, culture and heritages. To all three streams
the Department brings its specialist expertise in
social structural analysis, anthropological expertise
and criminological research. The Department
offers a curriculum which draws from the latest
developments of the discipline, while underpinning
them with a local and regional empirical focus.
The Department also offers multidisciplinary major
programmes in Criminology, Culture, Heritage and
Tourism; and Media and Cultural Studies under the
BSocSc degree, and offers a part-time Bachelor of
Criminal Justice degree. Additional information on
this Bachelor degree programme can be obtained
from the Department.

BACHELOR OF SOCIAL
SCIENCES

e There are no additional requirements other
than the University entrance requirements
stated on page 117.

e The BSocSc programme is open to applicants
from all backgrounds, including studying in arts,
science and commerce. Applicants will be given
preference for admission if they list BSocSc as
their choice in Band A, but other applications will
not be excluded if there are vacant places.

® The curriculum provides undergraduates with
educational breadth and depth and engages them in
active learning through integrating classroom teaching
and field and laboratory work with non-academic
activities. It also encourages students to apply their
knowledge to the study of concrete issues facing
Hong Kong and the region.

e The programme is suitable for students with an
arts or science background. A distinct feature is
that students are free to decide the discipline(s)
in which they wish to specialise after the first
year of study. Given the limited exposure of
secondary school students to the field of
humanities, this arrangement is exceptionally
welcomed by students, as it gives them ample
time to explore their potential and interests
before making a decision.

e Students are normally required to register for a
minimum of 180 credits (i.e. a total of 30 6-credit
courses or its equivalent) over six semesters
or three academic years of study. In the first
two semesters, all BSocSc students will follow
a broadly-based programme which provides
them with a grounding in each of the five social
sciences disciplines.

e Students are required to undertake 24 credits of
off-campus learning under the twin theme Social
Innovation and Global Citizenship as a condition
of graduation.

e Under this programme, students have to major
in any one of the following core disciplines:
- #China social science
- geography
- politics and public administration
- psychology
- social work and social administration
- sociology

# Subject to University’s approval.



Students are also allowed to opt for a second
major offered by most of the departments in the
University, in particular the above mentioned core
disciplines and the following multidisciplinary
majors offered by the Faculty:

- cognitive science

- counselling

- criminology

- culture, heritage and tourism

- global studies

- media and cultural studies

- social policy and community building
- urban governance

In addition to the major(s), students may take a
minor or double minor. Minors may be chosen from
most of the departments in the University. The
Faculty also offers the following multidisciplinary
minors:

- applied child development

- cognitive science

- counselling

- criminology

- culture, heritage and tourism
- family and child studies

- global studies

- human resource management
- media and cultural studies

- social policy and community building
- urban governance

The BSocSc programme aims to train its students
to achieve academic excellence and other personal
attributes valued by employers. The off-campus
learning under the social innovation and global
citizenship heading prepares them for employment
through gaining first-hand practical experience

in internship, and broadening their horizon with
overseas exposure. Graduates are well equipped
to pursue careers in government, politics, public
corporation, community organisations, media and
private sector. Career prospects are promising

for new graduates, and this is fully reflected in

the outstanding achievements of our alumni

in various sectors of society. Graduates who
choose to further their studies are often accepted,
with scholarships, by distinguished universities
worldwide.

Apart from written
examinations, students are also assessed by their
performance in tutorials, practical work, and project
reports during their courses.

BACHELOR OF SOCIAL
WORK

e There are no additional requirements other
than the University entrance requirements
stated on page 117.

e Applicants will be given preference for
admission if they list BSW as their choice in
Band A and if they have volunteer experience.
But other applicants will not be excluded if
there are vacant places.

e Applicants normally have to attend admission
group interviews.

e Other applicants, including overseas students
and mature students, will also be considered.

The programme provides training leading to

a professionally recognised qualification in
social work practice. The curriculum covers

a number of areas, including welfare policy

and services, social work theory and practice,
human behaviour and social environment, social
research, and subjects in psychology, sociology,
and social administration.

Students are required to complete a social
work skills laboratory course and, subsequently,
undertake two fieldwork placements in local or
overseas social work agencies.

BACHELOR OF SOCIAL
SCIENCES (GOVERNMENT
AND LAWS)

e The programme is open to students from all
backgrounds, including students studying
arts, science and commerce. Students will
be given preference for admission if they list
BSocSc(Govt&Laws) as their choice in Band
A, but other applications will not be excluded
if there are vacant places.

e There are no additional requirements other
than the University entrance requirements
stated on page 117. Except applicants should
obtain Level 5 and Level 4 or above in HKDSE
English and Chinese Language respectively.

This programme, jointly offered by the Department
of Politics and Public Administration and the
Department of Law, enables students to obtain
two degrees in five years. Students are given an
option to choose to exit with a Bachelor of Social
Sciences (Government and Laws) after completing
the fourth year of study, or to complete the 5-year
programme for the award of a Bachelor of Social
Sciences (Government and Laws) and a Bachelor
of Laws (LLB) degree.

Graduates will be well equipped to pursue careers in
government, politics, public corporations, community
organisations, journalism, and the private sector.
Alternatively, they can undertake postgraduate studies
in Politics and Public Administration or Law. Graduates
with the LLB degree may also, if they wish, apply for
admission to the Postgraduate Certificate in Laws
(PCLL) programme, designed for law graduates

who intend to practise as lawyers in Hong Kong,
provided that they have taken and passed the required
prerequisites.

BACHELOR OF
JOURNALISM

e There are no additional requirements other
than the University entrance requirements
stated on page 117. Extra credits will be given
to applicants who score Level 4 or above in
HKDSE English and Chinese Language.

e Besides HKDSE result, reports of school
principals, records of extra-curricular activities
and campus journalism experience may be
considered.

e Preference will be given to applicants who
list BJ as their choice in Band A. Shortlisted
applicants may be invited to attend an
interview.

¢ A multidisciplinary curriculum consisting of
professional skill courses, media studies and
courses in liberal arts and the social sciences
(e.g. economics, politics, sociology, psychology,
English, statistics). Students will pursue a
second major in the Faculties of Social Sciences,
Arts, Business and Economics, Science or
Engineering.

e Convergent media approach that offers
integrated training in print, broadcast and online
media.

e Faculty-administered internship programme that
places students in media and journalism jobs in
Hong Kong and overseas media. Students are
required to spend at least two or three months
over one or two summers working in media
internships.

e Students will have the opportunity to spend one
or two semesters at leading overseas journalism
schools, including the University of Missouri and
the University of Maryland in the United States,
the Danish School of Media and Journalism in
Denmark, and the Sciences Po in Paris.

Students in journalism will be highly qualified for careers
in journalism, media-related jobs, and a wide range

of professional jobs. The strong English component

of the programme will also prepare students for many
different career opportunities by emphasizing analytical
and communication skills that employers in all fields
value.

BACHELOR OF EDUCATION
AND BACHELOR OF SOCIAL
SCIENCES

The programme entrance requirements are the
same as the University’s minimum entrance
requirements.

JUPAS applicants should place the programme
as their Band A choice since lower choices are
not normally considered. JUPAS applicants

are primarily selected on the basis of good
examination results at the HKDSE. Non-JUPAS
applicants who do not sit the HKDSE are
selected mainly on the basis of their individual
qualifications and achievements.

Applicants may be asked to attend an interview
to determine their suitability for the programme.

This double degree programme is a five-year
full-time programme, which is offered jointly

by the Faculty of Education and the Faculty of
Social Sciences. It is an integrated programme
offering both academic and professional studies.
It incorporates a graduate teaching qualification
and is regarded as the equivalent of a BSS plus a
Postgraduate Diploma in Education (PGDE). This
programme allows students to obtain two degrees
in five years.

The double degree programme requires students to
complete 300 credit units, with a Social Sciences
major and Education Professional Core courses
with the Faculty of Education. Professional aspects
of the double degree are phased in gradually over
the five years with Pedagogy courses and Teaching
Practice in Hong Kong secondary schools.
Students will spend time in schools, initially
observing and later teaching. Years 3 to 5 of the

programme usually include a total of 19 weeks of
shadowing and teaching practice.

Graduates obtain a combined academic and
professional qualification. Their thorough knowledge
of the Social Science majors, broad understanding
of educational issues, and high level of classroom
expertise make them ideally suited to teaching
Liberal Studies at all levels in mainstream Hong Kong
secondary schools, and in international schools.
Graduates will also have access to employment
opportunities in the broader field of education as well
as the many fields in which BSS graduates have been
employed.

EXAMINATIONS /ASSESSMENTS

Students are assessed in a variety of ways,
including assignments, written papers, written
examinations, oral examinations, practical teaching
etc. Students may also be assessed on their
performance in tutorials and seminars and/or
written work presented during their courses.

BACHELOR OF SOCIAL WORK
(PART-TIME)

The
curriculum includes the knowledge, values, and
skills that are essential for generic social work
practice.

TECHNOLOGY SERVICES
(TS)

Information Technology Services (ITS),
conveniently located on the first and second
floors of Run Run Shaw Building, provides
comprehensive information technology services
with a state-of-the-art networking environment
to support teaching, learning, research

and administration. Its facilities include an
advanced network, powerful central servers,
high-performance computers and distributed PC
laboratories, and its services include access to a
wide range of systems through the HKU Portal,
a web-based learning platform, and web-based
administrative applications.

ITS runs 24-hour non-stop computer and network
services to support the IT needs of the University.
All students are given a computer account,
identified uniquely by a HKU Portal UID (User
Identification) and an associated PIN (Personal
Identification Number), for accessing a wide range
of network services and applications conveniently.

The HKU Portal provides a user-friendly and
easy-to-access interface for University members
to access all the centrally provided IT services
including services offered under the Student
Information System (SIS), electronic mail, Intranet
services, web-based courses, web-based
administrative applications, and Library services
through our high-speed campus network. With
the personalized and customizable interface of
the HKU Portal, students can choose the types of
information they wish to receive and the format to
display the information.

Powerful central computer servers support
electronic mail and various web-based applications.
Software packages for supporting engineering
computation, scientific applications, simulations,
graphics applications and statistical analysis are
installed on these servers for use by staff and
students.

ITS is a pioneer in high performance computing
(HPC) supporting computation-intensive research
activities in Hong Kong. The current HPC facilities of
the University include a 2,256-core Grid computing
system of 64-bit CPUs with theoretical peak
processing power of 29.15 Tera-FLOPS, which

is set up in collaboration with the Department of
Computer Science to establish the Hong Kong

node of China National Grid (CNGrid) for supporting
multi-disciplinary researches in the University as

well as researchers in the Department of Computer
Science. Other HPC facilities include a 24-node
64-bit-CPU cluster with theoretical peak processing
power of 2.61 Tera-FLOPS and a 178-node
32-bit-CPU Linux cluster of 2.05 Tera-FLOPS.

ITS has installed a high-speed and sophisticated
campus network based on 10-Gigabit Ethernet
and Fast Ethernet technologies with over 30,000
network access points installed which links
together all the computer servers, workstations
and PCs in the main and remote campuses. A
ubiquitous network access environment, known
as ACEnet (Access-Everywhere-Network), has
been established to provide students with roaming
connectivity to the campus network.

Wireless access to the campus network and
Internet is provided by over 1,700 WiFi access
points and is available in all centrally-administered
classrooms, public areas in the main campus,
department offices and halls of student residence.
Additionally, students can also enjoy WiFi wireless
access off-campus at PCCW and Y5Zone

WiFi hotspots in town, and at other local and
overseas universities using “Universities WiFi” and
international “eduroam” capability respectively.

The University of Hong Kong is a member of the
Joint Universities Computer Centre (JUCC) that
manages HARNET (the Hongkong Academic and
Research NETwork) and coordinates inter-campus
network services among the eight tertiary
institutions in Hong Kong. The HKU campus
network is connected to other tertiary institutions
in Hong Kong through a resilient optical network
backbone of HARNET that is built on two 10Gbps
optical rings. HARNET is connected to mainland
China’s CERNET (China Education and Research
Network) and TEIN3 (Trans Eurasia Information
Network 3) in Europe through the high-speed
connections of HARNET. The University also
connects to mainland China’s CSTNET (China
Science and Technology Network), ASGCNET
(Academia Sinica Grid Computing Network)

in Taiwan and KREONET (Korea Research
Environment Open Network) in Korea.

ITS has a number of central PC laboratories for
use by students and staff members. A wide
variety of the latest PC software packages,
including word-processing, web page design,
graphical and multimedia tools, and statistical
analysis are available on the PCs. Laser printing
services are also provided in the laboratories
at nominal charges. Other than the central PC
laboratories managed by ITS, faculty-based
computer laboratories are also provided by the
faculties.



ITS’ computer and network services are available
around-the-clock. To facilitate new students to
know more about the ITS’ services and facilities,
orientation courses and workshops are organized
at the start of each academic year. Regular

IT seminars, induction courses and training
workshops on multimedia design software and
web page authoring tools are also arranged
throughout the year. Students can visit the ITS’
helpdesk office in the Run Run Shaw Building or
send email to ithelp@hku.hk for assistance on
using the central computer and network services.

The Centre for Applied English Studies is
responsible for English enhancement programmes
throughout the University. With over 50 teachers, it
offers academic courses for all undergraduate and
postgraduate students at HKU.

In 2010-2011, the Centre catered for over 6,000
students from 10 faculties: Architecture, Arts,
Business and Economics, Dentistry, Education,
Engineering, Law, Medicine, Science and Social
Sciences. In addition to undergraduate teaching, it
also offers advanced writing and speaking courses
to postgraduates, offers a Postgraduate Diploma in
English Studies for HK School teachers, and runs
a highly regarded MA in Applied Linguistics.

While our courses vary from faculty to faculty, all
have a single underlying aim: to enable students
to use English more effectively in their academic
studies and their subsequent professional careers.

Some courses emphasize the composition of the
academic essay or report. Others attach more
importance to spoken presentation, seminar
discussion, or interview skills. Most courses will
make use of project work in one form or another to
organise and focus on teaching and learning.

The Centre is aware of the importance of
information technology to all students and of

the importance of English language skills in the
effective use of information technology. Web-based
materials and the development of IT skills are

therefore integrated into all courses.

All enhancement programmes depend for their
success on two fundamental preconditions.

Close personal contact between teachers and
students; and

A high degree of learner independence and
initiative.

The former is ensured by limited class size and,
in some cases, by a system of additional tutorials
in which groups of up to five students can
receive even more individual attention. Learner
independence is encouraged by the provision of
increasingly sophisticated self-access facilities,
accompanied by guidance and support for users,
both within the Centre and in the University
Libraries. These facilities include video and audio
tape libraries and equipment, computer-assisted
language-learning terminals and fully automated
laboratories for self-instruction. Since 1999,
classroom-based instruction and self-access
learning have been supported by web-based
instructional programmes.

Students’ performance is assessed continuously
throughout the course by means of assignments
and tests. Students must fulfil the English language
requirements of their respective faculties in order
to graduate.

Fung Ping Shan Library (est. 1932), houses

a rich collection in oriental languages, mainly
Chinese. It has strong collections in the fields of
history, literature and philosophy and is ranked
equally with the finest Chinese libraries in the
world.

Yu Chun Keung Medical Library

(est. 1965 and formerly the Lee Hysan Medical
Library) comprises a rich collection of digital
resources and multimedia as well as extensive
print collections in clinical medicine, biomedical
sciences, public health, nursing, and Chinese
medicine. It is a depository library of the World
Health Organization.

Lui Che Woo Law Library (est. 1969) has
strong collections of legal materials from Hong
Kong, the UK, and major Commonwealth
jurisdictions. It also houses the United Nations
Depository Collection.

Education Library (est. 1978) provides a
wide range of materials in support of teaching
including school textbooks, teacher manuals,
teaching aids, Hong Kong examination papers,
and audio-visual materials.

Dental Library (est. 1981) maintains extensive
collections in dentistry, biomedicine and speech
and hearing sciences.

Music Library (est. 1982) has a collection of
books, scores, journals and AV items. Facilities
are readily available for in-library listening and
viewing of all material types.

The School of Modern Languages and Cultures, which also includes the Language Centre, offers four
area studies programmes: American Studies, European Studies, Japanese Studies and Modern China
Studies; and eleven language programmes in Arabic, French, German, Greek, Italian, Japanese, Korean,
Portuguese, Spanish, Swedish and Thai. The School is equipped with classroom laboratories and two
Multi-media Learning Centres (MMLCs) for language teaching and practice, and a Practice Laboratory and
a Language Resource Centre for self-access learning.

The Practice Laboratory is located in Room 615, K.K. Leung Building and the Language Resource Centre is
in Room 402, Meng Wah Complex. These facilities are open to all members of the University.

For programmes and credit-bearing courses offered, please refer to page 28, under the Faculty of Arts.

The School also offers certificate courses in Arabic, French, German, Greek, ltalian, Japanese, Korean,
Portuguese, Spanish, Swedish and Thai at beginner, intermediate and advanced levels. These courses are
self-funded and students are required to pay a non-refundable tuition fee.

The application period for credit-bearing courses follows the timetables set by the faculties in which the
respective programmes and courses are taught. Applications for all certificate courses for the first semester
can be made in August and September each year. Additional information can be obtained from course
handbooks or leaflets obtainable from the General Office of the School of Modern Languages and Cultures
located on the seventh floor of the K.K. Leung Building. Students interested in learning a new language
along with their degree studies are advised to check the notice board or the School website at http://www.
hku.hk/smlc from time to time for updated information.

The Careers and Placement Section of the
CEDARS is the oldest university career service

in Hong Kong and the trusted partner of many
large organisations. Among our clients are
international investment banks, accounting firms,
management consulting firms, Fortune 500
companies, local listed companies, professional
firms, the civil service and public organisations,
and non-government organisations. HKU students
have abundant opportunities to meet employers
from these fields and be considered for internship
and graduate trainee positions by them.

Opportunities to meet practising executives are
plentiful; ranging from Sharing Sessions with
Recent Graduates, Career Talks and, of course,
Recruitment Talks presented by hiring employers.

Internship and graduate trainee positions are
notified to students through e-mail messages
and students are invited to prepare applications
and practise interviews with our advisors through
workshops. Feedback is given to students to
help them improve for better performance. The
CEDARS (Careers and Placement) provides
one-to-one placement service for new graduates
on a need-basis to ensure full employment under
any economic situations.

On-line occupational questionnaires and
workshops are available to help students choose
careers, prepare for specific professions, and
make decisions about job offers.

We monitor employment situations of our
graduates closely and regularly collect feedback
from employers. The information is passed to
students through e-mail and at lectures.

The CEDARS (Careers and Placement) supports

Who are we and what do we do to help our new
students succeed at HKU?

The Counselling And Person Enrichment (CoPE)
section of CEDARS, comprising experienced
student advisors as well as professionally qualified
clinical psychologists and a family therapist,
specializes in helping freshmen make a smooth
transition from a high school student to a university
student. CoPE Accessibility Support is also

the designated unit for assisting students with
disabilities and special learning needs.

We offer psychological and therapeutic counselling
on managing life stress as well as issues related
to personal growth, relationship and university
adjustment. Through timely and professional
counselling, consultation, and education, new
students are able to address their personal and
developmental difficulties which may hinder their
academic development and the realisation of
their life goals, and to explore and enhance their
strengths and assets. Our counselling service is
confidential.

To facilitate new students’ self-understanding and
improvement, we have developed a web-based
assessment system called “Psychometer” (psyax.
cedars.hku.hk). They are strongly encouraged
to take assessments on university adjustment,
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learning styles, social life and mental health to gain
a better self-understanding and identify ways to
achieve university success. Immediate feedback,
recommendation and enrichment tips are available
on Psychometer.

Students are also recommended to join our person

The Institute of Human Performance (IHP) offers
academic programmes (a BSc in Exercise and Health,

formerly known as BSc in Sports Science and Leisure
Management), a research programme (which includes
MPhil and PhD degrees), a number of recreation
programmes and a competitive sport programme.

With regard to the recreation programme, the
Institute employs qualified staff to manage the
University's sports facilities and promote physical
activity through a Sport and Recreation Programme
called Uni-Sports. This programme, offered during
Semesters | and Il and during the summer months,
aims to introduce students to the benefits of physical
activity and to introduce, develop and provide
opportunities for participation in leisure-time activities
and skills for current and post-graduation physical
activity. Courses are offered in a wide range of
activities for which qualified instruction and equipment
are provided at a nominal fee to students. Full
information on enrolment for courses can be obtained
from the Flora Ho Sports Centre and on the IHP
website at http://www.hku.hk/ihp/.

Competitive opportunities in sports are provided
through the inter-hall and inter-faculty competitions
and through the activities of the 24 sports clubs and
University teams that are organized by the Sports
Association of the Student's Union and supported by
the IHP through the provision of coaching, facilities
and subsidies. University teams compete in events
organized by the University Sports Federation

of Hong Kong, China and other inter-varsity
competitions. The University's Sports Scholarship
Scheme allows talented local athletes to pursue
studies while training and competing for the University
of Hong Kong and Hong Kong National teams.

The IHP operates two main HKU sports complexes:
the linked Flora Ho and Lindsay Ride Sports Centres
that are situated near the Main Campus on Pokfulam
Road (mainly indoor sports facilities) and the Stanley
Ho Sports Centre situated at Sandy Bay (mainly
outdoor sports facilities). Located within the Flora Ho/
Lindsay Ride Sports Centres are 2 large sports halls
and variety of other multi-purpose & sport specific
areas; also available are a 25m outdoor swimming
pool and a fitness and weight training room. Sports
facilities included at the Stanley Ho Sports Centre are
an athletics stadium with a floodlit synthetic running
track, an outdoor basketball court, an Olympic size
50m outdoor swimming pool, two grass pitches,
two floodlit artificial turf pitches, an indoor health

and fitness centre, golf driving bays and a softball
diamond. Altogether the IHP manages a total of

14 tennis courts in four locations. Also located

at Stanley Ho Sports Centre is the IHP’s Active
Health Clinic; a specialized health and fitness clinic
providing professional advice and training in the use
of physical activity for chronic disease prevention
and management. The AHC also offers placement
opportunities to students interested in exercise
science and fitness.



The Hong Kong University Students’ Union, formerly
known as the Hong Kong University Union, was
established in 1912 and located at Hung Hing Ying
Building, now the home of Music Department and
the Music Library. The Union was registered as a
non-profit making organisation in 1949, when it also
assumed its current name.

The Union has prospered and now has over 110
affiliated societies, including faculty and academic
societies, hall student associations, Independent
Clubs Association (ICA) clubs, Cultural Association
(CA) clubs and Sports Association (SA) clubs.

The Union’s motto is ‘Unity and Cohesion;
Independence and Autonomy’([ BEl#&E—2 ~ &3z

B = |). Within the University, the central executive
committee and affiliated societies organise a range
of activities for its members, and provide a channel
for students to participate in affairs concerning
University governance. Outside the campus,
representing its members, the Union is also very
active in voicing out opinions towards Hong Kong’s
political and social issues.

The following services are provided:

(1) Primary care medical services at the Health
Centre, including most medication and
investigations. A charge is required for
preventive and expensive items and items
outside University Health Service.

(2) Physiotherapy on referral by our physicians at
a charge.

(3) Preventive services such as Travel Health
Clinic, Wellness Clinic, Well Woman Clinic,

Hepatitis Clinic and immunisations at a charge.

(4) Referral to public specialist clinics of Hospital
Authority hospitals if necessary.

(5) Hospital care in the general wards of Hospital
Authority hospitals when necessary.

(6) Health education services and facilities.

(7) Assistance to disabled students.

(8) Dental service at a charge.

All new students are required to complete a health

questionnaire and attend a health orientation
programme.
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HALLS AND STUDENT RESIDENCE

Halls of residence form part of the tradition of the
University. They are part of the education system
rather than just a provision of accommodation.

As hall members have to learn to be independent
and interact closely with students of different
backgrounds under the same roof, hall living is a
very effective means to integrate students’ social
and intellectual lives, and therefore offers a golden
opportunity for whole-person education.

Halls of HKU are devoted to the development of
their members. Hall members are encouraged to
take full advantage of such a precious opportunity
to actively participate in various hall activities so as
to develop their personal abilities (e.g. leadership
skills), personality, communication and social skills,
as well as intellectual ability.

The University has 13 residential halls with about
4,000 places for students.

University Hall is located at 144 Pokfulam Road.
It accommodates 110 male students in single,
double, triple and quadruple rooms with large
balconies, and it has its own dining room. Local
bus services provide quick access to and from the
main campus.

Ricci Hall is located at 93 Pokfulam Road. It is
run by the Jesuit Fathers and accommodates 120
male students, all in single rooms. The hall has its
own dining-room. It is within walking distance from
the main campus and the Flora Ho Sports Centre.

Lady Ho Tung Hall and Starr Hall are located at
the Jockey Club Student Village | at 91 Pokfulam
Road. Lady Ho Tung Hall has 404 places for
women only. Starr Hall has 500 places for
mixed-gender in both single and double rooms.
Residents of both halls share dining facilities in the
adjoining multi-purpose hall.

Lee Hysan Hall, R C Lee Hall and Wei Lun Hall
are located at 6 Sassoon Road. Lee Hysan Hall
has 374 places, R C Lee Hall has 375 places and
Wei Lun Hall has 381 places for mixed-gender in
both single and double rooms. The halls do not
have dining facilities of their own, but residents
may use the Bay View Restaurant located at the
residential complex.

Morrison Hall, Lee Shau Kee Hall and Suen
Chi Sun Hall are located at the Jockey Club
Student Village Il at 109 Pokfulam Road. Morrison
Hall has 150 male places for undergraduates and
also provides mixed-gender accommodation for
150 postgraduate students. Lee Shau Kee Hall
and Suen Chi Sun Hall each has mixed-gender

300 places in both single and double rooms. All
halls share dining facilities at the restaurant located
at the residential complex.

Simon K Y Lee Hall is located in the main
campus. It has 310 places for mixed-gender.
The hall is just above the Students’ Union of the
University.

Swire Hall is located in the main campus. It has
302 places, for 158 male students and 144 female
students. It has no dining facilities of its own, but
there is a restaurant in the same building.

St. John’s College is located at 82 Pokfulam
Road. It is an Anglican Foundation College with
225 places, 100 for male and another 125 for
female students. It has its own dining room. It also
has a postgraduate hall with 111 single rooms for
postgraduate students.

Selection Procedures and Criteria for Hall Admission
Admission to the University’s halls of residence is
by submitting a formal application. Each applicant
will be assigned on admission score which will
depend on (1) the applicant's need factors and (2)
the merits of the application which are non-need
factors. The need factors will be evaluated using
a "Point System". In general, points are awarded
according to the length of the travelling time to
campus and the suitability of the living conditions
for studies at home. For non-local students and
local students who need to spend an onerous
amount of time on transportation everyday they
will normally get a hall place for at least one year.
Points will also be awarded for merits such as

the previous achievements and contribution of

a student to the hall life. Priority will be given to
students with no prior hall experience. All students
with prior hall experience will be considered on
equal footing, with need and non-need factors
carrying the same weighting. The halls will set
aside a small percentage of their residential places
for students without taking into consideration the
need factors and for students with proven special
needs. Across all halls, around 30% - 33% of
places will be allocated to non-local students.

Hall admission is conducted on an annual basis.
Residents may be readmitted in subsequent years
but readmission is not guaranteed and is not
automatic. The total period of residence shall not
normally exceed three years. The final decision on
hall admission rests with the Hall Wardens.

Hall Charges

The lodging charge for 2011-2012 in the
University-administered halls is HK$36 per day for
a residential year of 283 days for undergraduate



students. The charges for 2012-2013 will be
determined in June 2012. Residential students in
University Hall are also required to pay a board
charge for three meals a day for a minimum of
150 days. Room and board charges in St John’s
College and Ricci Hall are slightly higher.

Students who are not living in a residential hall
can still obtain many of the benefits of hall life
by becoming non-residential hall members.
Membership enables them to take part in the
sporting and social activities of the hall and to
use the hall facilities. The fee for non-residential
membership in the academic year 2011-2012 is
HK$200 per year.

Students not living in a residential hall may join any
of the residential halls as a non-residential member
or join one of the three non-residential halls,
namely:

Duchess of Kent Hall (for female students),
located at the Fong Shu Chuen Amenities Centre;

Hornell Hall (for male students), located at the
Fong Shu Chuen Amenities Centre; and

Lee Chi Hung Hall (for mixed-gender), located
at the Chong Yuet Ming Amenities Centre.

The Li Ka Shing Faculty of Medicine also provides
a residence for medical students undergoing
clinical training at the Queen Mary Hospital.

This residence is in the residential complex at 6
Sassoon Road, and has accommodation for 150
students.
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There are differential composition (tuition) fees for
local and non-local students. For local students,
the composition fee for the academic year
2011-2012 is HK$42,100. The fee for 2012-2013
has yet to be decided on Government’s advice,
but we do not expect it to differ significantly from
the current fee. Non-local students are persons
entering Hong Kong for the purpose of education
with a student visa/entry permit issued by the
Director of Immigration. For non-local students, the
composition fee for the academic year 2012-2013
will be HK$119,000.

In addition to the composition fee, all new
students must pay a deposit of HK$350 known
as ‘caution money’. If there are no claims against
the caution money, it will be used to pay their
HK$350 graduation fee upon graduation, or will
be refunded if they leave the University before
graduation.

All new students will also have to pay an entrance
fee of HK$100 to the Students’ Union and an
annual subscription of HK$140. These fees may be
revised upwards.

Besides budgeting for pocket money and
travelling expenses, students should also allow for
expenditure on textbooks, writing materials and, in
some cases, items of equipment.

A number of financial assistance schemes are
available to eligible local students:

Government Financial Assistance Scheme
(exclusively for UGC funded programmes)

(1) Tertiary Student Finance Scheme —
Publicly-funded Programmes (TSFS)

A means-tested grant and loan scheme run by
the Government Student Financial Assistance
Agency.

(2) Non-means-tested Loan Scheme

A student loan scheme run by the Government
Student Financial Assistance Agency.

Eligible students with difficulties in financing their
studies are strongly advised to apply to the above
schemes. Details can be viewed online at http://

www.sfaa.gov.hk.

University Financial Assistance

To supplement the Government schemes, the
University also offers small scale means-tested
financial assistance to local full-time students
through CEDARS. For details, please visit the
website at http://cedars.hku.hk/.

There is also the First-in-the-Family Education
Fund to enable financially needy first generation
university students to take part in learning
programmes outside classroom. For details, please
visit the website at http://www.fife.hku.hk.

The University administers a multitude of
scholarships and prizes which are awarded on

the basis of academic merit. Undergraduates can
apply directly for scholarships which are advertised
on the Faculty notice-boards and on the Student
Intranet. For those scholarships which are not
publicised, Heads of the applicable departments
or Deans of Faculties will be invited to recommend
suitable nominees for these awards.

Students are advised to periodically check the
notices on the Faculty notice-boards and the
e-notices on the University Intranet Systems via
the HKU Portal for details of how to apply for the
various scholarships during the year.

Applicants applying on the strength of Hong Kong Diploma of Secondary Education results should make
their applications through the Joint University Programmes Admissions System (JUPAS) and should refer to
the JUPAS Guide for information on the JUPAS procedures.

All general inquiries about admission to the University should be addressed to the Academic Services
Office. Faculties will answer enquiries concerning specific courses and programmes of study.

Complete information about the University is contained in the University Calendar, which may be obtained
from the University Bookstore. Please note, however, that the Calendar for 2012-2013 will not be published
until July 2012. Students admitted to the University will be given extracts from the 2012-2013 Calendar
covering the General Regulations and the regulations of the programme to which they are admitted.

Information relating to postgraduate programmes is not included, and may be obtained by consulting
the Postgraduate Prospectus 2012-2013 which will be available in early 2012. Detailed information on
individual curricula may also be obtained by writing to the Academic Services Office.

Every effort has been made to ensure that the information contained in this Prospectus is correct at the
time of production, but applicants should note that changes may be made before the start of the academic
year.
