131-076 Asia, the Pacific & the West in History
Note: This subject is part of the U21 Diploma in Global Studies and is taught
over a nine week period with one week for orientation exercises. Students
who have completed 131-214 are not eligible to enrol in this subject.Strict
enrolment deadlines apply to subjects taught on-line. Any enrolment in, or
withdrawal from, this subject must be made in line with HECS/course fee
census dates.
Availability: 2nd and 3rd year
Credit points: 12.5
Coordinator: To be advised
Prerequisites: Usually 12.5 points of first-year history or Asian studies, or
admission to the Universitas 21 Certificate in Global Studies.
Contact: This subject is taught over a nine week period: commencement date
21 August (orientation); weeks 1-4 from 28 August to 23 September; one
week break from 25 September to 1 October; weeks 5-8 from 2 to 27 October
(Semester 2).
Description: From Burma to Japan, Manchuria to Thailand, the Cook Islands
to Cambodia and Tibet, this subject will explore histories of Asia, the Pacific
and the West's involvement in these areas from the 16th century to the
present, with an emphasis on 20th century history. The subject will be divided
into three thematic groups: early contact between Asia, the Pacific and the
West; colonisation, resistance and the struggles for independence; and the
decolonisation process and recent crises in Asia and the Pacific. Questions
explored over the course of the subject include: What was the nature of early
contact between the West and Asia and between the West and the Pacific?
How did contact with the West transform states and societies in Asia and the
Pacific? What policies did colonial powers (including Japan) implement?
What forms did resistance to these policies take? How did colonisation and
eventual decolonisation exacerbate racial, ethnic and national tensions, and
how have these factors influence states and societies in Asia and the Pacific
today? Finally, we will look at the role (if any), human rights, sanctions, and
economic trade have had on the West's relations with countries in Asia and
the Pacific today, particularly China (Tibet), Myanmar, Fiji, and Cambodia.
Assessment: Class participation, and written work totalling 4000 words
comprising a 1000 word radio documentary comparison 30% (due during the
one-week break), tutorial participation though on-line postings equivalent to
500 words 25% (throughout the teaching period) and a 2500 word essay 45%
(due one week after the final class).
Prescribed texts: A subject reader will be available as a CD.
316-213 Globalisation and the World Economy
Credit points: 12.5
Coordinator: S1: Assoc Prof Sisira Jayasuriya S2: TBA
Prerequisites: 316-101 Introductory Macroeconomics and 316-102 Introductory
Microeconomics.
Contact: Two 1-hour lectures and one 1-hour tutorial per week (Semester 1).
Two 1-hour audio lectures and a set of online tasks per week (Semester 2),
semester 2 is offered online only (Semester 1, repeat 2).
Description: This subject examines the sources and consequences of globalisation
in the world economy. It is primarily concerned to address questions
such as: What is globalisation? What was the pattern of evolution of globalisation
in the twentieth century? What are the main economic and political
factors underlying the evolution of globalisation? Is globalisation related to
economic growth? How has globalisation affected welfare of societies of different
countries and regions in the world economy?
Assessment:
* Assignments, essay and tutorial presentations not exceeding 4000 words
(40%) and a 2-hour final examination (60%) (Semester 1).
* Tutorial exercises (30%), two essay assignments (15% each), and a final
examination (40%) (Semester 2).

730-446 Globalisation and the Law
Credit points: 12.5
Coordinator: Dr J Beard
Corequisites: Global Citizenship - Global Issues: an online subject offered
by the University of British Columbia.
Contact: Estimated total time commitment of 100 hours. Students will
require at least 1 hour per week to download resources from the internet and 2
further hours per week to read, listen and/or watch these materials. Students
will also be expected to spend at least 2 more hours per week on-line participating
in class activities and interacting with other student's work (Semester 2).
Description: This course forms part of the U21 Certificate in Global Issues.It
will be offered in conjunction with four other member institutions from the
Universitas 21 Network - the University of Auckland, the University of British
Columbia, the University of Hong Kong and the University of Nottingham.
Lecturers located in Melbourne will teach the course. The course asks
students to consider the changing role of law (both domestic and international)
in the global economy and will use web-based technology to enact certain
global processes, facilitating collaboration and comparative approaches
across the globe. The course will be offered on-line in a modular format to
combine various theoretical approaches with case studies in key areas where
global flows are at their most turbulent. Each module will take one or two
weeks and will include:
* introduction to the course;
* introduction to international economics organisations;
* trade and investment agreements as regulatory regimes;
* people and borders;
* migration and labour in the new economy;
* the north/south divide; and
* contesting globalisation.
Entry to the course will be based on enrolment in the U21 Certificate in Global
Issues and a competitive selection process that requires a weighted grade
point average of at least H2B or equivalent across at least 100 points of undergraduate
study.
Note: The essay in this subject is regarded as a substantial piece of legal writing
for honours purposes.
Assessment: Seven short critiques of up to 250 words each 35% (due at the
end of each module), class participation 15% and a research essay 5000
words 50% (due end of semester).
Prescribed texts: All materials will be web-based.
